Laetare, Jerusalem — Rejoice, O Jerusalem

This Fourth Sunday of Lent is permeated with a joy

which attenuates the penitential atmosphere of this

holy season. The expectation of Easter gives us a

foretaste of the joy of the encounter with the Risen

Christ. — Pope Benedict XVI

Rejoice, O Jerusalm! With these words from Isaiah, the
Church ushers in Laetare Sunday. Amid Lent’s penitential
journey, the Church calls her children to rejoice. The violet
of penitence gives way briefly to rose vestments, a gentle
light breaking through the austerity. This Sunday reminds
us our Lenten pilgrimage is hopeful as Easter draws near.

Like travellers who have walked long through a barren
land, we pause today to breathe and look ahead. The Church
gives us a brief refreshment for the heart so we can continue
our Lenten journey with renewed hope and courage.

The Scriptures often describe the spiritual life as a
passage through the desert. In the books of Exodus and
Deuteronomy, the people of lIsrael walked through the
wilderness on their way to the Promised Land. For the
Israelites, the desert was a place of testing, purification, and
trust. Just as the desert tested and purified, our Lenten
journey calls us to endure trials and to rely on God's
providence rather than our own strength.

The Carmelite tradition beautifully contemplates this
inner journey. St. John of the Cross once wrote: “The soul is
like a deer wounded by love, searching for the waters that
will heal it.” In the desert of penance, the soul longs for
water, and today the Church lets us hear the sound of hidden
springs. As Teresa of Avila reminds us, “The Lord does not
lead souls through dryness except to bring them to deeper
springs.” The desert is not empty; beneath the sand, there
are hidden springs. Even in the midst of dryness, grace
quietly flows, drawing the soul forward toward the living
water that alone can satisfy its thirst.

Where do we find these living waters? Above all in the
Eucharist, the bread given for the journey. Pope Benedict
XVI also reminds us: “The liturgy today invites us to rejoice
because Easter is approaching. The Eucharist is the spiritual
food for our journey on earth.” Just as God fed Israel with
manna in the wilderness, so Christ nourishes His Church
with Himself, the Bread of Life. In the midst of the Lenten
desert, the Eucharist becomes our oasis, strengthening us to
continue forward with renewed hope.

The journey through the desert is never without purpose.
God forms His people through patience, testing, and trust,
leading them step by step toward the promised joy that lies
ahead. As the Lord reminds Israel in the Book of
Deuteronomy: “The Lord took you by the long way, to test
you, to humble you, to know what is in your heart, whether
you would keep His commands, to do you good in the end.”
